General Information
A description of the LEA, its schools, and its students in grades transitional kindergarten—12, as applicable to the LEA.

Aspire River Oaks Charter School is a direct-funded countywide benefit charter school located in San Joaquin County. It is chartered through
Lodi Unified School District.

Aspire River Oaks Charter School has been serving students in the Stockton community since 2001. This school year, we served
approximately 451 students. For the 23-24 school year we will continue to serve approximately 451 students in grades TK-5. Currently, the
school’s demographic profile is 38% Latino/Latina/Hispanic, 7% African American, 31% Asian, 6% White, 1% Nave Hawaiian/Other Pacific
Islander, 1% American Indian/Alaskan Nave, and 13% multiple ethnicities with 76% of the student body eligible for the free and reduced
priced meals program. 29% percent of students are classified as English Language Learners and 10% of our students receive Special

Education services. Currently, 0% of our students are Foster Youth.

Based on the review of our student and parent survey results, we are pleased to show that our Educational Partners report that they feel:
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95% feel the school is welcoming to parents.

90% feel a sense of belonging to the school.

90% said the school provides a safe environment for their child(ren).
89% shared the school values the diversity of students' backgrounds.
97% shared the school communicates well with parents

When we surveyed students the shared:

93% feel their teacher is respectful towards them.

86% feel they would be excited to have their same teacher next year.
75% reported a strong sense of belonging at the school.

83% said their teacher is seems excited to be teaching

Staff survey results showed:

100% of staff felt a sense of belonging at our school.

Teachers implement differentiated instruction in the classroom, safe campus and learning environment, culturally relevant, STEAM, use of
technology.

Reflections: Identified Need

A description of any areas that need significant improvement based on a review of Dashboard and local data, including any areas of low
performance and significant performance gaps among student groups on Dashboard indicators, and any steps taken to address those areas.

Based on the California Dashboard, our Hispanic population is performing low on the SBAC in math and very low in ELA. In comparison to
2019, when students last took the SBAC, our Hispanic population was perfoming in the yellow in both subjects.
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Since the return of in-person learning last year, River Oaks is experiencing a high rate of students who are chronically absent. In 2019-2020
chronic absenteeism was 6.1% and now it is 33.9% with a daily attendance rate in the 19/20 year at 97% and currently at 90%.

River Oaks will continue to use EL Education K-5th grade and utilizing the Skills Block K-2nd. All teachers will continue to be trained and
implement the CORE Science of Reading and have support of 2 reading intervention teachers who support our K-5th grade students.

We are also adding a full time mental health counselor to our staff to work with our students.

We will also continue our high quality programs, particularly ones that invest in the social emotional needs of our students for improved
attendance and behavior. We will continue with attendance incentives and support will remain high for our families in need.

After conducting a needs assessment, root cause analysis, engaging with our educational partners and study of evidence based practices,
we developed a theory of action to support our students with disabilities, students who are two or more races and white students in the areas
of chronic absenteeism. The theory of action is to increase opportunities for parent engagement through workshops and community events,
and implement a multi-departmental attendance team that consists of front office staff, teachers and support staff. We will implement a
schoolwide attendance incentive plan that celebrates individual students and classes that are attending school on a a consistent basis. We
will then we will see improved outcomes in our students with disabilities, white and students who are two or more races. We plan to

implement these as universal supports so we expect to not only improve outcomes for our students with disabilities, but for all student
groups.

Monitoring and Evaluating Effectiveness

Aspire River Oaks will monitor and evaluate the implementation of the ATSI plan to meet accountability expectations. We use established
benchmarks throughout the school year to support data analysis and reporting of ATSI progress. We will use data from the previous year to
determine if our schoolwide attendance policy is working successfully. By having frequent checkpoints with the multi-departmental
attendance team and school leadership team will guide what pivots and revisions we will make in order to support our students.
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Engaging Educational Partners

A summary of the process used to engage educational partners and how this engagement was considered before finalizing the LCAP.

Before finalizing the Local Control and Accountability Plan (LCAP), Educational Partner (EP) engagement played a key role in the
identification of progress noted and progress needed in multiple aspects of past and current experiences. EP surveys, community meetings
and information sessions, and ongoing correspondence with parents/family members, certificated & classified staff, principals and regional
superintendent, students, and community partners took place throughout the spring of 2023 and the 2022-23 school year. Across all EP
groups, representation from Special Education, English Learners, and Socio Economically Disadvantaged Students (parents, staff, and
students) were included in meetings and surveys. Specifically for the purpose of revising the LCAP, additional EP conversations and
presentations took place through surveys, staff meetings, professional development and EP community meetings.

We also conducted a large scale student LCAP survey. In student-friendly terms, students were asked to rate and comment on aspects of
our 2022-23 LCAP goal areas that are of most interest and relevance to them. Approximately 210 students in Grades 3-5 completed the
survey. The data will be reviewed over the summer and shared with the site to guide and plan for the 2022-23 school year. Based upon initial
observation and feedback from teachers who were present before/after students completed the survey, there was a general appreciation and
liking by students in being given the opportunity to share their input. Continual evaluation of the input has provided crucial information,
insight, and perspective on the needs and services that bring support and/or barriers to student learning and overall success. The collective
experience and the expectations of anticipated needs as a result, play a significant factor in the reviewing of goals and revising, as needed,
of focus areas, actions and services.

River Oaks is proud of the EP input process used to guide the review and updating of our LCAP. Parents, leadership, teachers, staff and
students all have opportunities to provide input to the LCAP Annual Update through committee meetings, site meetings and surveys.

Consultation also occurred with the Special Education Local Plan Area (SELPA). This school year our special education program was
selected for CDE Small Monitoring. We consulted and collaborated with our SELPA to participate in Small Monitoring. We incorporated the
SELPA’s feedback to ensure our special education program is in compliance and students with disabilities are receiving equitable services.
Additionally, the English language development (ELD) committee, the Intervention Specialists, the Pupil Services staff including school
psychologists, and assistant princiapl all participated in LCAP update and input meetings.

Principals sought input from their staff at staff meetings and from parents through site meetings. Regional Leadership discussed the LCAP
for updates and input several times. Parents were invited to share additional input through an LCAP survey. Third through fifth grade
students were also surveyed.
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A summary of the feedback provided by specific educational partners.

A survey was conducted to teachers and families in order to collect data on which goals they would like to prioritiize for the upcoming year.
80% of teachers and families stated they would like the school to focus on clear instructional guidelines and adding more hands on project
based learning as priority one. For priority two 50% of respondents said they would like the school to focus on safety measures for the

campus. In addition, it was clear from teachers and families to continue to provide students with a strong SEL curriculum schoolwide to
promote well-being.

River Oaks prioritized by holding 2 Town Hall meetings to get feedback from parents, teachers and other stakeholders regarding top priories
which included the following along with actions to input. River Oaks also used data from parent, student and staff surveys. (October 2022 and

January 2023). This feedback influenced River Oak's prioritizing hiring a full time mental health counselor and the focus on literacy
instruction.

We were pleased with our professional development and training sessions. Despite a mix of in-person and virtual instruction, our staff
accessed training virtually when needed and we were able to accomplish most of our PD and training plans with no substantive differences in

planned actions.

« Staff participated in peer observations on a consistent basis to share best practices.

e Three Instructional Rounds took place with Aspire Leaders in September, December and February.

o All grade levels had three common grade levels for planning and team data discussions.

« Wednesday half days were used for team planning.

Teachers were able to implement a designated time for EL Achieve, in order to increase content knowledge with EL Learners. Grade level
teams were given three release days to plan for the implementation of programs.

We were able to retain an on-site guest teacher 3 days per week and have consistent subs for grade level release days. Our on-site subs
had the opportunity to meet with Gen Ed teachers when out to review the lesson expectations and overall classroom rules and procedures.
This supported the continuation of lessons with minimal disruption.

There were no substantive differences between planned expenditures and budgeted expenditures.

Our actions, together, provided the means to partially meet our goal of all “scholars meaningfully engaged in rigorous, standards-
aligned,culturally responsive academic programming”. We provided multiple curriculum materials to meet the varied needs of our students.
We focused on infusing technology for seamless curriculum delivery, and ensured just-in-time interventions with targeted materials.
Eureka Math and assessment monitoring iReady and Diebels were accessible. Implementing varied materials enabled us to fully realize
academic content, provide full access to CCSS and ELD materials for English Learners, and ensure all students engaged with standards
aligned materials.

Ensuring effective staff also ensures student learning. Staff members engaged in professional learning to optimize the curriculum materials
noted above as well as designated and integrated ELD, anti-racism, multi-sensory reading instruction, we were able to meet our professional
development actions.

Unduplicated funds will be principally directed to low-income and English Learners, the majority of our student body. The student body is
80.13% unduplicated students, therefore the needs of English learners and low-income students comprise the needs of the majority of our
students and represent the focus of our actions. The funds will be effective in increasing and improving the level of academic support and
interventions, professional development, data analysis, SEL supports, and continue to build our robust MTSS system. We will use funds to
hire and maintain personnel that oversee programs to increase and improve the support systems students receive.

The Actions highlighted in this year's LCAP are being provided on a school-wide basis and we expect that all students will benefit from the
implementation of supports and interventions, PD, support from additional personnel, and the continued implementation and focus on SEL
and learning strategies and interventions for our Multi Language Learners.
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A description of how services for foster youth, English learners, and low-income students are being increased or improved by the percentage
required.

The minimum proportionality percentage by which services for unduplicated pupils must be increased or improved as compared to the
services provided to all pupils is 26.08%. This proportionality percentage will be met through a combination of targeting the increased LCFF
funds towards supports that target unduplicated pupils. Each goal’s intent is to focus our services toward our unduplicated pupils as we
believe centering our work on our students who represent historically marginalized populations will benefit all students. These services are
highlighted by principally directing our actions toward our unduplicated populations, which include improving and increasing our intervention
and

acceleration services, increasing staff to support SEL and well-being, improving our MTSS and PBIS programs, and improving the services
provided by our APs, Ed Specialists, Instructional Assistants, Counselors, and Intervention specialists. In addition, Aspire will increase the
amount and rigor of the EL professional development provided to teachers enabling all staff to increase their ability to provide a rigorous,
culturally relevant, and ELD standards aligned curriculum.

A description of the plan for how the additional concentration grant add-on funding identified above will be used to increase the number of staff
providing direct services to students at schools that have a high concentration (above 55 percent) of foster youth, English learners, and low-
income students, as applicable.

As noted above, our plan to increase personnel for mental health services and for academic intervention will directly support our students
who have increased academic social emotional and academic needs and adverse childhood experiences. This additional staffing will allow
us to focus our efforts on students who are learning English, come from a low income household or who are foster youth. In addition we will
utilize MTSS structures and systems to improve the quality of supports to students who exhibit high needs.
